Potential options: 
	Seminar: 1 or 2 speakers presenting for 45 minutes with 15 minutes for questions

	Panels: 3-5 people chaired by a moderator. A panel on a topic relevant to living ethics.

	Dialogue and interviews: An interview or dialogue with one or more people who have developed a project or initiative or have experience or knowledge to share about living ethics.

	Other formats: we are open to including events and creative activities which would not fit these formats. 



Members of the network’s steering committee will evaluate proposals, follow up with applicants and with selected proposals to set a date and establish the 2026-2027 program. 3 to 4 events will be selected.
Events are usually held on Thursdays, 12:00-1:00 pm EST, take place over Zoom, and are open to the public.
Events will be introduced by a member of the steering committee, but proposers are responsible for the moderation of the proposed activity (e.g., interviews, questions for panels).
